10 Questions….10 Minutes 

 
 

� What: The census is a count of everyone residing in the United States 
 
� Who: All U.S. residents must be counted – both citizens and non citizens.  By law, the 

Census Bureau cannot share your responses with anyone, including other federal agencies 
and law enforcement entities. 

 
� When: Your questionnaire will arrive in March 2010 either by mail or hand delivery. 

 
� Why: Funding for Ohio depends on the census results.  The federal funding Ohio 

receives for schools, transportation, workforce, economic development, health care, job 
training, WIC and TANF can be reduced as well as the number of seats Ohio has in the 
U.S. House of Representatives.  

 
� How: Households should complete and mail back their questionnaires by April 1st.
